Waiting Period
If you are 70 years or older, the seller must provide a written copy of the contract to you at 
least three days before it is signed.

Right to Cancel
You have 10 days to cancel the contract with no penalty or fees. The 10-day period 
starts when the contract is signed. You may also cancel under certain events. See your 
contract for more information.

Copy of contract
The seller must give you a copy of the complete contract. If you agree, they can email 
the contract to you. You should read the whole contract before signing. If you don’t 
understand any of the terms, talk to an attorney.
